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Taxability of unemployment benefits in SC
As of right now, unemployment benefits are taxable in South Carolina. The SC General Assembly is currently considering legislation to address Internal Revenue Code conformity for 2020 along with other specific tax provisions enacted in March 2021 by Congress in the American Rescue Plan Act. If the General Assembly conforms to these Federal Acts in the 2021 Legislative Session, South Carolina would retroactively conform. The SCDOR will issue specific guidance when more information is available.
