New profile Run-Time Interface:

Just thinking far (?) into the future here. Right now we program the profile data for the user, which piece of data goes to what box. There is a limit of one individual profile per form, same for the other profile groups – entity, fcc, etc.. 

An improvement would be to have multiple profiles applied per profile group. An example would be a form that has fields for a Payer’s profile and fields for a Recipient’s profile. The user would be able to apply two instances of the Individual profile – one to the payer and one to the recipient fields.
How to do this? Perhaps a run-time interface featuring pop-up windows that allow

the user to select which form fields they want to fill and select which profile (from a drop down list) they wish to apply. A run-time dynamic application.

Perhaps an added benefit – aside from user flexibility – would be the standardization of the generated code that would be produced.
