2D Bar-coding idea for really large monsters:



While reading our Programming Ruby book I came across a discussion

regarding a problem with concatenating sub-strings into one huge string via <<,  see pages 369 – 370. The problem was a slowdown in the program due to garbage collection caused by the growth of the string and the presence of intermediate sub-strings.
This made me think of the huge 2Ds and the similar problem sometimes encountered, forcing us to cut the string into manageable sub-sections then re-assembling back together. Here is their solution applied to our situation:
Instead of the current style:

box1_68 = "T1\r1039\r3\r2004\r" <<

box1_4 << "\r" <<

box1_5[0,17] << "\r" <<

"*EOD* \r"

print 'box1_68', box1_68

#Use an array to store the intermediate values (minus the end "\r"s and the <<s):

scan_array = Array.new

scan_array[0] = "T1\r1039\r3\r2004"

scan_array[1] = box1_4

scan_array[2] = box1_5[0,17]

box1_68 = scan_array.join("\r") + "*EOD* \r"

print 'box1_68', box1_68

The one huge string is then built last via the join method, where the elements are concatenated together, separated by a “\r”.

CALC validation for MM/DD/YYYY that validates months with 30 days - For use in SuperBoxing and Profile date validations:

Here is validation code that handles the months with 30 days: April, June, September, and November. 

^(((0[469]|11)/(0[1-9]|[12][0-9]|30))|(0[123578]|1[02])/(0[1-9]|[12][0-9]|3[01]))\/([0-9]{4})$
Currently, a box validated for MM/DD/YYYY (Long Date Ref #30 in SuperBoxing)

would accept a date of 04/31/2006 in SuperForm, for example. With the new validation, typing in 04/31/2006 would not be validated in SuperForm, the field would be displayed in red.

The check in Ruby Code for Calcs Department would be:

\A(((0[469]|11)\/(0[1-9]|[12]\d|30))|(0[123578]|1[02])\/(0[1-9]|[12]\d|3[01]))\/(\d{4})\Z/
For example -  Assuming we were looking for MM/DD/YYYY :
date = entity.date_started.strip

For Calcs programming: Time.gm(…) is often used in converting profile dates to other forms, such as converting 04/30/2006 to “April 30th, 2006”, for example.
However, Time.gm(…..) would convert 04/31/2006 to 05/31/2006 with no error

indication – using the current Profile validation. So, if a user applies a profile with 04/31/2006  our Data Flow code that used Time.gm() on that date would convert it to  “May 31st, 2006” on the screen – which is wrong. The proposed validation would thus catch such errors.
The above suggested validation  code could be modified for the various date formats where applicable.
